band program yearly; and

WHEREAS, The Northampton Community Music Center currently employs S0 local
music instructors teaching more than 20 different instruments and 235%

of these teachers have over 20 vears of employment with NCMC; and

WHEREAS, The Northampton Community Music Center offers in-house and outreach
programs providing instrument instruction, music therapy, special
workshops, public concerts, and weekly live music for residents of local

nursing homes; and

WHEREAS, The Northampton Community Music Center continues to foster the love
and pursuit of music in the community through quality musical
education, performances, and activities that are accessible to all; and
