Brookwood Edge posesses a thoughtful simplicity that engages its
site on multiple scales. Decks off the far side of each home engage
with the landscape of native, bird-friendly plantings and provide
unigue lines of sight that foster a sense of place. The central path
and entry area celebrate the strength and vibrance of the
Northampton community. Residents are reminided of their
proximity to The Brookwood Marsh Conservation Area through
generous corner windows off each open-concept kitchen/living
room. Brookwood Edge is designed to reach net-zero energy goals
through passive solar heating, PV-ready roofs, stack effect
ventilation, double-stud framing, and rainwater collection. This
sustainable design allows Brookwood Edge to engage its site on the
scale of the planet.
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
