Mr. Huntley referred to his memorandum to City Council dated October 29, 2010, and presented a color map of the land area of the Skibiski Lots and SWP Zones.  
Councilor LaBarge asked questions about development of road and buildings.  Councilor LaBarge stated her belief that the land is building-unfriendly, further stating that all Councilors should do a site visit.  Councilor LaBarge was not happy with the price.  
Mr. Huntley stated that the negotiations with Mr. Skibiski are still in progress.  The appraisal does not see a subdivision with eleven driveways as feasible.  There are 80+ acres of backland, and the negotiations include timber.  The appraisal was necessary to apply and obtain the grant of $302,100.

Councilor Tacy stated that $700,000 is too high, as development potential is remote.  Councilor Tacy stated his knowledge of road construction, blasting and water frontage, and further stated that there was a large portion of ledge on this land.

Councilor Narkewicz questioned the use of eminent domain, as the City of Northampton would still have to pay the appraisal price and legal costs in such cases.  Mr. Huntley stated that there would also be a three-year appeal time limit in eminent domain.  This Order is a friendly purchase and the City would pay the taxes.
Councilor Narkewicz reviewed the process of appraisal, value of the land, market, as in the minutes of the Board of Public Works.   Councilor Carney noted that nearly half the price would be paid by the State.  Councilor Murphy noted that the property is next to an active reservoir.  Councilor Plassmann asked what the timber value would be; Mr. Huntley estimated a timber value of approximately $89,000.

The vote passed on a Roll Call vote of 6 Yes, 3 No (Councilors LaBarge, Plassmann and Tacy voting No).
