Mayor Higgins read the Order.  Mayor Higgins explained that the previous language was almost identical, but the State has notified the City Clerk that the City cannot interrupt the language and the State rejected that question (the previous Order had the $10million amount inserted in the language).  Mr. Pile had spoken with DOR to confirm the language, but the Secretary of State informed the City Clerk of the error.  

Councilor LaBarge moved approval in first reading; Councilor Adams seconded.  The vote passed on a Roll Call vote of 7 Yes, 0 No.

Councilor LaBarge moved to Suspend Rule 14 Number of Readings Required; Councilor Adams seconded.  The vote passed on a unanimous voice vote (7-0).

Councilor Narkewicz moved approval in second reading; Councilor Carney seconded.  The vote passed on a Roll Call vote of 7 Yes, 0 No.

Mayor Higgins apologized for this procedural problem, and thanked Council President Narkewicz for his research on this issue.  The Order must be submitted by August 4, 2010 to the State for the November 2, 2010 ballot.  This Order will be certified by the Council Clerk, delivered to the City Clerk, and sent to the State by the City Clerk.

The following Order passed second reading:

Ordered, that pursuant to Mass. General Laws Chapter 59, § 21C(k) the following question be placed on the state election ballot to be held in Northampton on November 2, 2010:

Shall the City of Northampton be allowed to exempt from the provisions of proposition two and one-half, so-called, the amounts required to pay for the bond issued in order to partially finance the construction of a new Police Facility up to $10,000,000 (ten million dollars)?
