Councilor LaBarge moved to approve the minutes of September 16, 2010; Councilor Tacy seconded. The vote passed unanimously (9-0).

The vote passed on a Roll Call vote of 6 Yes, 2 No, 1 Abstention (Councilors Plassmann and Tacy voting no, Councilor Murphy abstaining).

A Joint Resolution of the Mayor and City Council of Northampton, Massachusetts Calling Upon Our Elected Representatives in Congress to End the Wars in Iraq and Afghanistan and Bring Our Troops and Tax Dollars Home

WHEREAS, the financial resources available for use by governments at the local, county, state and federal levels in the United States are limited; and

WHEREAS, the U. S. Congress has appropriated over $1.07 trillion dollars for the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan since 2001, most of it borrowed against our national debt; and

WHEREAS, according to the National Priorities Project, the taxpayers of Northampton, Massachusetts are to date collectively paying or becoming indebted for over $114 million in total cost of the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan since 2001; and 

WHEREAS, U.S. troops, including those from Northampton and other cities and towns across Massachusetts, have served valiantly in Iraq and Afghanistan; and 

WHEREAS, over 4,400 U.S. troops have been killed in Iraq, over 1,140 U.S. troops have been killed in Afghanistan, and over 39,000 U.S. troops have been wounded in both conflicts according to the Department of Defense; and

WHEREAS,  hundreds of thousands of civilians have been killed in these conflicts and the ongoing warfare poses great and unnecessary harm to the people of the nations of Iraq, Afghanistan and Pakistan; and

WHEREAS, the education services, medical care, housing, other essential public services, infrastructure repairs, and family and private sector financing in Northampton and throughout the Commonwealth of Massachusetts have been substantially reduced in order for an excessive portion of available financial resources to be diverted from the constructive economy to the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and City Council of the City of Northampton, Massachusetts support public discussion and dialogue about the cost of the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan to our community; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that we commend and support Congressman Richard Neal for joining nine of our state’s ten U.S. Representatives in voting against a $37 billion supplemental appropriation for the wars in Afghanistan and Iraq on July 27, 2010; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that we call on U.S. Senator Scott Brown and U.S. Senator John Kerry to join Congressman Neal in opposing further funding of the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan and urge them to take leadership in the Congress to bring our troops safely home and redirect our federal tax dollars to the pressing educational, employment, health, housing, nutritional, infrastructure, energy, and environmental needs of our city, state, and country; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that we call on Congressman Neal and Senators Brown and Kerry to support federal funding for the over 2 million new Iraq and Afghanistan war veterans – particularly the thousands who have come home disable or otherwise physically or mentally wounded – to ensure that they receive the health care, housing, jobs, education and other support services they deserve on behalf of our grateful nation.  This support should also be extended to the military spouses and families of our veterans and, for those brave men and women who have not come home, their survivors.

Councilor Tacy moved to postpone until after a public hearing; Councilor LaBarge seconded. 

There was a discussion regarding the setting of a Public Forum.  Council President Narkewicz noted that the City Council has received information from the Office of Dam Safety and has received the report from Tighe & Bond. There was discussion about the requirement to notify ODS by November 1, 2010 on the City’s decision to either repair or breach the dam.  Council President Narkewicz is working with all parties to schedule a Public Forum as soon as possible.  Councilor LaBarge noted that the Board of Public Works has the authority to make the final decision.
Councilor Tacy moved to Postpone the Order to October 21, 2010; Councilor LaBarge seconded.  The vote to postpone passed unanimously (9-0).

Councilor Narkewicz moved approval in first reading; Councilor LaBarge seconded.

Councilor Schwartz stated that this Resolution, with the School Committee’s joint recommendation, urges a No vote on Question 1.  There are vital programs to the community.
Councilor Plassmann stated her opinion that it was not appropriate to tell the voters how to vote, and she would not support this.  

Councilor LaBarge stated she would support this Resolution so there are funds to continue to educate youths about drugs and alcohol and continue funding for treatment for those with mental and substance abuse problems. 
Councilor Adams stated his support for this Resolution, and his belief that it is appropriate as leaders to ask voters to vote No.

Councilor Narkewicz stated that many research studies have found that the best deterrent is when it hits in the wallet.  This is a joint Resolution with the City Council and School Committee endorsements.

Councilor Tacy stated he was not yet sure how he would vote.

Councilor Carney stated that removal of this tax would take funds out of the State budget, eventually our of the City budget.
The vote passed on a Roll Call vote of 6 Yes, 2 Abstentions, 1 No (Councilors Murphy and Tacy abstaining, Councilor Plassmann voting No)

Councilor Narkewicz stated this is co-sponsored by City Councilors and the Northampton Housing Partnership.  In a recession and housing crisis, affordable housing is crucial.

Councilor LaBarge stated that affordable is very valuable, especially for seniors.  She would support this Resolution.
Councilor Schwartz spoke of the Western Mass plan to end homelessness, and we cannot address homelessness without affordable housing.
Councilor Carney noted Chapter 40B and this City’s commitment to provide housing.  Northampton is unique – several representatives lived in affordable housing, and these services are vital to Northampton.  She would support this Resolution.

Councilor Tacy stated that he is an advocate of affordable housing and will support this Resolution.

Councilor Plassmann stated that the ballot process is important and will not support this Resolution.

Councilor Spector stated that it is leadership, not force, and the Council’s obligation and responsibility to address issues that directly affect the community.  He would support this Resolution.

Councilor LaBarge stated that there would be serious cutbacks in the schools, and it is our job to educate the public and maintain the quality of life in Northampton.

Councilor Spector stated his support and that if you pay less, you get less in services.

Councilor Tacy stated his belief that this is a symbolic vote, and even if it passes, it won’t get enacted.
To Councilor LaBarge’s question, Mayor Higgins explained that if this question passed, it would take effect in January 2011.

Councilor Schwartz stated that this Resolution shows that we understand what taxes pay for and sends a message to the legislature.  This is the reality of taxes, and it sends the further message that we understand that taxes make the community run.
