Councilor moved to Suspend Rule 10 Order of Business to take New Business out of order to allow Councilor LaBarge time to speak; Councilor Adams seconded.  The vote passed unanimously (9-0).

Councilor LaBarge spoke about her first cousin, Marsha Ciaschini, who died last Wednesday of a rare form of pancreatic cancer.  Marsha was a reputable teacher of 28 years at the Leeds School, and Councilor LaBarge thanked all the educators for helping Marsha for 5 ½ years while fighting her battle.  Councilor LaBarge thanked Mayor Higgins, Wendy Mazza, and Council President Narkewicz for flying the flags at half-mast in honor of Marsha.  

Mayor Higgins asked for a moment of silence for Marsha Ciaschini, George Williams, and Douglas Kohl, all who contributed greatly to the City of Northampton.

Councilor Plassmann spoke of her concerns, and those of a resident of her ward, regarding the cleanup of Pulaski Park.  Councilor Plassmann asked that these concerns be addressed at a future meeting.

Councilor Carney announced a Public Forum on zoning for King Street to be held on  Tuesday, September 21, 2010, from 7-9 pm at Bluebonnet Diner.  A second public forum will be held on Wednesday, September 29, 2010 at the JFK Community Room.

Councilor Tacy announced a chicken barbeque in Florence on Sunday, September 19, 2010 at noon, and a block party in Leeds on that same day at 3:00 pm.

Councilor LaBarge moved to approve the minutes of September 2, 2010; Councilor Carney seconded. The vote passed on a Voice Vote of 8 Yes, 1 Abstention (Councilor Spector abstained).

Councilor Narkewicz moved approval in first reading; Councilor Adams seconded.

Councilor Narkewicz moved an Amended Substitute; Councilor Adams seconded.  

Councilor Narkewicz read aloud the substitute language.  Councilor Narkewicz stated that there was a public forum on this Resolution, three Committees have reviewed the Resolution, and this takes all those meetings and statements of residents into account.  The support of this Resolution does not diminish the support for the troops, veterans, and their families.

Councilor Adams stated that this amendment addresses the fact that the City Council has listened to the public.  Councilor Adams’ brothers are Marine officers.  Councilor Adams noted that Councilor Narkewicz also served.  Councilor Adams stated, “Aside from that, having family in the military does not make me more credible.  We were concerned that some people somehow deemed this as anti-vet.  I disagree strongly.  I would not take part in anything that is anti-vet or anti-servicemen and women, or anti-national security. The issue of our dollars and our priorities is addressed with this Resolution.  I think it is perfectly appropriate to speak about this on the Council level, and there is a history of this. I will support this Resolution 100%.”

Councilor LaBarge stated that, with the first Resolution, she felt that the language was not enough in addressing the serving men and women.  The hearing was very helpful and we all learned from having that hearing.  Councilor LaBarge’s husband receives magazines from military with articles about the families and the stress they go through.  This prompted Councilor LaBarge to ask Councilor Narkewicz to add the last sentence of the amendment to the Resolution.  It is our job as City Councilors to work with the community to place the right language with support and respect for the troops and veterans.  Councilor LaBarge spoke of her respect for Francis Crowe, who agreed with Councilor LaBarge on the need for more dialogue.  Councilor LaBarge is happy with the amended language.

Councilor Narkewicz thanked Councilor LaBarge for the added language in the last paragraph.

The vote on the Amended Substitute passed on a Roll Call vote of 7 Yes, 2 No (Councilors Plassmann and Tacy voting No).

Councilor Narkewicz moved approval, as Amended, in first reading; Councilor Adams seconded.  

Councilor Schwartz stated her support, having worked on the National Priorities Project.  This Resolution speaks of how our tax dollars are spent, with one-third of taxes to the military, but only two cents on the dollar to education.  This Resolution makes clear to Congress, with our duty to weigh in.  Our priorities are askew.  While respecting the troops, this Resolution takes issue with the decision-making civic leaders.  Councilor Schwartz thanked all the people here to work on these issues. It is important to bring this issue before the community.

Councilor LaBarge questioned Councilor Narkewicz about statements by Mr. Susco regarding opt-out language.  Councilor Narkewicz stated that this amendment resolves this broadly as the Resolution is now specific to the Mayor and the City Council.  

Councilor Murphy stated he will abstain, as he believes it would be better to let the voters indicate their feelings on the subject.  

Councilor Plassmann stated that everyone knows how she has stood from day one.  Councilor Plassmann really appreciated the public dialogue with everyone taking the time and being so passionate.  She is proud to be American, and we can discuss such Resolutions because we have been and are protected by our troops.  There are so many other things to we are spending money on: one example is illegal immigration.  In Massachusetts last year, $1.86billion was spent between education and medical care for illegal immigrants.  Just tonight, Councilor Plassmann received a letter from a Ward 3 resident stating that the writer feels disrespected and offended, the soldiers and their family are obeying the President of the United States’ orders.  They are doing their jobs, and without monetary support, they would feel more isolated.  The letter was from a resident of Island Pond Road.  Councilor Plassmann has received numerous emails from the military.  Councilor Plassmann stated, “I feel this is insulting and hurts morale.  There are kids from Northampton, a young man from Ward 3, in the military now.  I cannot support this, we are not in agreement.  It is purely symbolic.  I cannot and will not support this.”

Councilor Tacy stated he is “pro-National Security” and he feels extremely safe in Northampton or Florence.  Councilor Tacy held up a newspaper from September 11, 2001, and stated “Don’t forget!  Don’t let your guard down.  This is what it’s all about.”  Councilor Tacy stated that the veterans and U.S. national security forces make it possible to drive your car, get mild, go anywhere, do anything you do.  Say thanks to your veterans.  Councilor Tacy stated that, rather than “Bring War Dollars Home,” the Council should “Bring the Tarp Money Home”.  Councilor Tacy stated this is not what he was elected for, and it is not our duty as City Council for such Resolutions as this.  Councilor Tacy stated he agreed with Councilor Murphy in that the Resolution is not representative of the people in his Ward, and he will not support this Resolution.

Councilor Narkewicz stated that there is a long history of local communities talking to the Federal government about issues.  Ingrained in the rules of Congress, Thomas Jefferson stated that citizens can petition Congress.  Last week, the Council passed a Resolution regarding E-waste and producer responsibility.  This issue of the War Dollars is a highly-charged issue, and it is the right of the City Council to tell our elected leaders how we feel about issues affecting us locally.

Councilor LaBarge stated that this is not the first Resolution that the City Council would send to Senators and Representatives.  The language is cleaned up, and states about the men and women troops, veterans and their families.  President Obama is already sending some troops home, and our land will always be protected.

Councilor Narkewicz made the point that Northampton has the 5th largest caseload in the State for veterans’ services.  Northampton has made a strong commitment to funding services for veterans, we have the VA hospital and active organizations so that those veterans are not forgotten.  

Councilor Tacy stated that, without U.S. military, where would the Polish and Jewish communities be?  If you take the military spending, divided by ten years, divided by the citizens, it is less than a cup of coffee for national security.

Councilor Plassmann stated that, when American interests are protected, the costs are immaterial, but the reward is priceless.  

Councilor Carney stated that she is happy to support the Resolution and thanked those who formed the respectful language.  Many who consider the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan question how have they made us more safe in America?  Councilor Carney wants the troops home as soon as possible. 

The vote passed on a Roll Call vote of 6 Yes, 2 No (Councilors Plassmann and Tacy) and 1 Abstention (Councilor Murphy).

Councilor Narkewicz moved to recognize Dan Routhier, fire service mechanic; Councilor LaBarge seconded.  The vote to recognize passed unanimously (9-0).

Mr. Routhier explained that the floor needs re-coating for cracking and peeling.  Councilor Murphy stated that this was presented at the Capital Improvements Committee, and it was deemed better to do this project now, rather than wait, as the same project would cost approximately $65,000 in 2013.  

Councilor Plassmann questioned that this was a high priority, with perhaps other projects more important. Councilor Plassmann stated that she would like to see the floor before she votes on this item.  Chief Duggan stated that the floor is 11 years old, and is a critical health and safety priority.  

Councilor Plassmann moved to separate and postpone the item of $24,500 for the Apparatus Floor Refurbishment; Mayor Higgins explained that a second was not needed.  The vote failed on a voice vote of 2 Yes (Councilors Plassmann and Tacy voting Yes), 7 No. 

The vote to approve the item of $24,500 for the Apparatus Floor Refurbishment passed on a voice vote of 7 Yes, 2 No (Councilors Plassmann and Tacy voting No).

Councilor LaBarge moved approval of the item of $36,000 for Staff/Inspection Vehicle; Councilor Narkewicz seconded.

Mr. Routhier explained that the present vehicle is a 2002 with 100,000+ mileage.  This vehicle must be used for inspections, but must also be able to respond to calls.  Councilor Murphy stated that this request came before the Capital Improvements Committee, and was approved.  

Councilor Plassmann questioned the item. Deputy Chief Norris explained that the vehicle is over 100,000 mileage, and Mr. Routhier advised the Chief of several mechanical issues.  This vehicle is now used as an inspection vehicle mainly, but must be ready to respond in an emergency call.   Councilor LaBarge stated that Councilor Plassmann could visit the Fire Department on Saturday or Sunday.  Councilor Plassmann stated that while she understood and appreciated that, there are other things in life, and it can be difficult to serve the constituents as she is trying to do, and to balance the rest of her life as she works extremely long hours.  

Councilor Tacy questioned inspections; Chief Duggan stated that the inspection crew works 9-5 weekdays, some weekends, and some nights for nightclub compliance checks.  The inspection crew must be ready to assist at all times on emergency calls.  Mayor Higgins explained that Larry Therrien, Fire Safety Inspector, must also meet NFPA and OSHA standards, which want a “2-in, 2-out” as in 2 inside a burning building, with 2 outside.  Chief Duggan gave the example of the recent fire: Deputy Chief Norris was first on scene, Darrell Springman arrived and began inside check for a baby.

Councilor Plassmann stated she could not vote on this item without visiting the Fire Department.  Mayor Higgins advised Councilor Plassmann that she could make a motion to postpone the item to a date certain.
Councilor Plassmann moved to postpone the item of $36,000 for Staff/Inspection Vehicle; Councilor Narkewicz seconded for discussion purposes.  

Councilor Narkewicz stated that this Order has been on the agenda since September 2, 2010, and Councilors knew of the item for four weeks, and did not understand why there are more questions at second reading.  Councilor Narkewicz stated that Councilors should do their research, get their questions answered, and come to this meeting ready to deal with the substance of the meeting.

Mayor Higgins reminded the Council that the present system is lease in arrears.  At the end of the 4-year term, the plan is to own the vehicle.   The proposed purchase would have first payment approximately 2 years out.

Councilor Plassmann suggested that the item be put off to save money on interest.  Councilor Murphy explained that this was discussed at the July meeting of the Committee on Public Safety, and at that meeting it was explained thatthe reserve is to build up for such items, and the department started with lease in-arrears, but the savings is in buying now.  The ambulances are 2000, 2007, 2008 and 2009 models.  Chief Duggan explained that this purchase would give the department four viable ambulances, plus one mechanical backup.  This is truly needed when ambulances break down, as they often do in summer.  

Councilor Plassmann questioned the need for 4 cardiac monitors.  Deputy Norris explained that every ambulance must have one by State law.  The equipment cannot be old.  The current monitors will go to first responder units. Councilor Murphy stated that these requests came before the Capital Improvements Committee, and were approved.  Deputy Chief Norris stated that the cardiac monitor is the most valuable piece of equipment on an ambulance.  The life span of a cardiac monitor is five years.

The vote passed unanimously (9-0).
