1. Call to Order

Co-Chair Robert Ostberg called meeting to order at 4:49 pm.  

2. Approval of minutes from March 12th and April 2nd  meetings

3. Update on RFQ sub committee meeting

Curt Edgin met with Peg Keller and Peter Frothingham informally with suggestions from Councilor Murphy.  Peg felt pretty good about it, (informally) she suggested that we meet with the public to present the elevation of the building and the parking garage following the same guidelines.  Co-Chair Ostberg wanted to make clear that she meant the same guidelines that were followed as the Hotel Northampton.  A discussion followed as to when a public presentation would be appropriate and the possible format for the presentation.
