1. Call to Order

Co-Chair Robert Ostberg called meeting to order at 4:07 pm.  

2. Approval of minutes from April 16th meeting

Dave Pomerantz moved for a motion to accept the minutes from the April 16th meeting.  Scott Savino seconded the motion.  Co-Chair Ostberg called for a vote and the Motion carried unanimously.  

Rick Klein from the Berkshire Design Group gave a presentation on the design plan for sidewalks, planting area, etc.  Still working on the entryway on Gothic and Center Streets.  The city planner agrees we are still within the setback limits of the building.  Currently working with Bill Letendre on parking spots.

3. Enermodal LEEDS report summary
Greg Leskin from Enermodal has met twice with the design team to discuss further LEEDS certification.  Looked at several issues, such as; water efficiency, annual operating costs, energy efficiency, minimizing the water on the roof and the exterior site lighting and how to keep it from interfering with neighboring buildings.    Mr. Leskin advised we would be still in the Gold range.  He posed and went on to answer the question: Why not just implement the measures instead of using LEED certification?  1) public perception (police are highly respected within the community) set an example.  2) demonstrates green features 3) marketing 4) insurance.  The next step is to register with the green building council, pay the application fee ($450.00) and continue with the design team.  Joe Koncas asked about applicability of geo-thermo technology for this project.  A brief discussion of the topic followed.  

Joe Koncas made a motion to authorize an Enermodal executive to continue with the next phase of LEEDS certification- Phase III (detailed design).  Mike Allard seconded the motion.  Co-Chair Ostberg called for a vote and the Motion carried unanimously.    

Peggy MacCloud from the Ecological Committee was asked by the Chief to attend so that she could get a feel for what the committee is doing.  

4. Discussion and review to approve the RFP for CMAR
Co-Chair Sienkiewicz asked Curt Edgin to explain to the committee why the numbers have change in regards to the anticipated project schedule.  The short answer is that we could do it in 12 months, but practically speaking, it may take longer than 12 months.  Ray Kinghorn added that if we get the steel frame up before the cold weather hits, we can avoid incurring extra costs.  Ray Kinghorn to email language under evaluation criteria to put into RFP’s.  

Councilor David Murphy made a motion to approve the anticipated timeline stated within the handout.  Juanita Forsythe seconded the motion.  Co-Chair Ostberg called for a vote and the Motion carried unanimously.    

Joe Koncas made a motion to accept the changes to be implemented to the evaluation criteria as discussed.  Councilor David Murphy seconded the motion.  Co-Chair Ostberg called for a vote and the Motion carried unanimously.   

 Joe Koncas made a motion to accept the response dates as discussed.  Dates are: 5/19-mail out submission of proposals, 5/23-submission of questions and the return date is 6/2.  Councilor David Narkewicz seconded the motion.  Co-Chair Ostberg called for a vote and the Motion carried unanimously.   

Scott Savino made a motion to accept the language as it stands in number 5- Subcontracts in regards to the decision making process.  Councilor David Murphy seconded the motion.  Co-Chair Ostberg called for a vote and the Motion carried unanimously. 

5. Presentation by CBA as to most current floor plans, exterior views and parking structure

Curt Edgin stated that as of our last presentation we have continued to revise the plans and we are continuing to refine those plans.  John Pepper presented a printout of the interior and exterior designs.

Councilor David Murphy made a motion to accept that the building design is 90% complete by the architects (contract threshold for invoice payment).  Joe Koncas seconded the motion.  Co-Chair Ostberg called for a vote and the Motion carried unanimously
