1. Call to order

    Robert Ostberg called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.

2. Approval of Minutes dated November 1, 2007

   Motion was made to approve minutes of November 1, 2007 and approved.

3. Update of current status of project
   Ray Kinghorn reported that the application process for CMAR would begin next week, take about a week to complete, and usually takes 30 days for the Attorney General’s Office to process. Conceptual work was moving forward.

  Caolo & Bieniek Associates gave an update on the project; they had secured surveys and were working out some of the parking details. 

  Chief Sienkewicz reminded them that a displacement plan for parking would also need to be done.
4. Review price proposal for LEED certification from Caolo & Bieniek Associates

   A discussion about the LEED certification cost of approximately $100,000 followed, including clarification of the cost/benefit, cost of application,  and the reading of a letter from a citizen sent to Chief Sienkiewicz. The committee was given further information about the process, the general break out of costs. Both Ray Kinghorn and Curtis Edgin felt Phase One of the project, the concept/design phase, should be approached with the assumption that LEED certification would be sought; the committee could change course later if it so chose.  

   David Narkewicz made a motion that, based on the LEED Designation Services proposal the committee recommend to the Mayor that the city move forward to the conceptual design phase as recommended by Caolo & Bienek and Enermodal.  

   Anthony Patillo seconded the motion and it was approved unanimously.

5. New Business

    Robert Ostberg thanked David Narkewicz for attending the city Finance Committee to share and clarify information about the project.

   Chief Sienkiewicz congratulated Caolo & Bieniek Associates, welcomed them to the project.

   The committee discussed the process of sharing information with City Council, and recommended communicating through Finance Committee.

     The next meeting will be held January 10, 2008, from 4:00-6:00. Site visits to current LEED projects will be scheduled soon.
