April 18, 2007

Minutes

I. Call to order
Robert Ostberg called the meeting to order approximately 4:33 P.M. 

II. Review/Approve Minutes

Capt. Koncas submitted the Project Manager Sub-Committee Minutes for approval

Juanita Forsythe made a motion to accept the sub-committee minutes of April 3, 2007. Anthony Patillo seconded; minutes were accepted unanimously.

III. Committee Reports

A. Project Manager Sub-Committee

Capt. Koncas reported for this committee. He reviewed the evaluation and numerical scoring process for proposals according to Criterion A. Project Management Experience and B. Project Design and Construction Oversight and Project Timetable (see sub-committee minutes). Pinnacle One alone emerged as a qualified applicant.

Robert Ostberg asked that the weighted forms be made available to the Committee members.

Capt. Koncas made a motion to recommend that Pinnacle One be selected as a candidate for Project Manager Interview.

Anthony Patillo seconded.

Vote taken, unanimously passed.

Pinnacle One’s Sealed Bid was opened at approximately 4:52 P.M, by Chief   Sienkiewicz, and read as $150,000.  

Before awarding the contract, an interview process would be needed. Discussion of the details ensued, including time frame for the process, the need to include the public, a plan to notify the finalist by mail, and each committee member would generate their questions for the applicant. Chief Sienkiewicz said he would email the committee with a date and time.

Robert Ostberg asked what the next steps would be.  Chief Sienkiewicz informed the committee that they had the authorization to authorize a member(s) to manage finances, per City Ordinance 44-3, Section B:

“B. Notwithstanding any other provision of this chapter, any board or committee may, by majority vote, authorize the Chairman, a department head, or some other person to approve the accounts of said board or committee or the accounts for a particular project of said board or committee. Any board or committee so voting shall notify the City Auditor in writing of said authorization. The authorization shall remain in effect until rescinded by the board or committee.”

Chief Sienkiewicz asked that the committee co-chairs be considered for this authorization, with regular reports to the full committee of the expenses paid.

David Narkewicz moved that the committee authorize, under the City Ordinance 44-3, Section B, that the co-chairs to have signatory authority over invoices and contracts.

Scott Savino seconded.

The committee voted unanimously in favor of the motion.

IV. Adjournment

A. Robert Ostberg thanked the committee and Capt. Joseph Koncas for organized, efficient and thoughtful work. Chief Sienkiewicz moved to adjourn at approximately 5:10 P.M., with a second by Anthony Patillo and a unanimous vote by committee.
