I. Call to order
Robert Ostberg called the meeting to order approximately 4:18 P.M., immediately after an interview with representatives from respondents to Overall Project Manager RFP, Pinnacle One. 

II. Review/Approve Minutes

              Capt. Koncas made a motion to accept the sub-committee minutes of the last 2 meetings, 4/18/07    

               and 1/18/07. David Narkewicz seconded; minutes were accepted unanimously.

III. Project Manager Interview: Discussion

Chief Sienkiewicz clarified the process: if the committee made the decision to accept Pinnacle One as the Project Manager, then the architect would need to be selected by subcommittee.  Additionally, the mayor would decide if and who could be granted authority in economic decisions and check writing. 

Juanita Forsythe suggested that a point person, possibly from central services or the police department, be identified for decisions that might best immediate answers, to avoid unnecessary time delays if those decision are not in need of full committee consideration (e.g., minor design decisions).  

There was discussion about making a visit to Norwalk, CT where Pinnacle One had completed another police department construction (2005).

Several positive comments were made in discussion about Pinnacle One’s presentation.

Anthony Patillo made a motion to accept Pinnacle One as Project Manager.

Joseph Koncas seconded.

Vote taken, unanimously passed.

Chief Sienkiewicz reminded the committee that he and Rob Ostberg, as Committee Chairs, had been authorized by vote of committee to execute the contract, and they would be meeting with the mayor on timelines for the process.

RFP for the architect will not need to come back to full committee, as Committee Chairs can authorize that as well.

Chief Sienkiewicz congratulated Sergeant Savino for his promotion to Lieutenant.
