1. Call to Order

Co-Chair Robert Ostberg called meeting to order at 5:00 pm.  

2. Approval of minutes from May 14th meeting

David Narkewicz moved for a motion to accept the minutes from the May 14th meeting.  Mike Allard seconded the motion.  Co-Chair Sienkiewicz called for a vote and the motion carried unanimously.  

3. CMAR subcommittee review

Dave Pomerantz presented the subcommittee’s recommendation for CMAR which was Barr & Barr Builders Inc.  Of the eight original qualified submissions, one withdrew, three were disqualified.  The subcommittee interviewed 4 finalists and agreed that Barr & Barr was the strongest candidate of the four.  The subcommittee checked references, including work at CDH, Holyoke Community College, ISO New England and Holyoke Hospital .  Juanita, while not present, passed on her favorable comments (thru the Chief) for Barr & Barr  on this project.  The subcommittee further inquired if they agreed with our schedule and budget, and the response was a cautious yes.  Pomerantz further explained everyone faced the same questions and all had the same preliminary information prior to the interview.  

David Murphy moved to allow the sub committee’s recommendation to proceed to the next step.  David Narkiewicz seconded the motion.  Co-Chair Sienkiewicz called for a vote and the motion carried unanimously.  

Curt Edgin presented the most updated layout of the building.  Co-Chair Sienkiewicz added that the parking garage is more problematic than originally anticipated.  The Co-Chairs recently met with the parking engineers in regards to the design elements of the parking garage and are satisfied with the security precautions among other issues.

David Murphy moved for a motion to accept the architects’ most updated drawings in order to proceed in more detail.  Susan Maguire seconded the motion.  Co-Chair Sienkiewicz called for a vote and the motion carried unanimously

Jeanne Hoose made a motion that the Committee adjourn its meeting.  Dave Pomerantz seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 6:15 p.m.
